Introductory note

This introductory note does not form a part of the permit
The main features of the permit are as follows.

Sussex Waste Recycling Limited operates a household, commercial and
industrial waste transfer and waste recovery facility, with asbestos storage, at the
Old Timber Yard, Newhaven. Biodegradable wastes imported into the site are
deposited within the transfer station building for sorting. Waste fraction deemed
to have a calorific value, are separated, and stored prior to export off-site for use
in the production of energy as a Refuse Derived Fuel (RDF). Non recoverable
waste such as putrescible black bag waste is promptly removed from the facility
for appropriate disposal elsewhere. Inert waste may be sorted and stored
external to the building for recycling. Asbestos waste will be double bagged
where possible and stored within lockable containers for disposal offsite.

The effect of this notice is to permit the continued storage of RDF external to the
building.

The total quantity of waste that can be accepted at a site under this permit is less
than 150,000 tonnes a year.

General management

The operator shall manage and operate the activities:

(a) in accordance with a written management system that identifies and minimises
risks of pollution, including those arising from operations, maintenance, accidents,
incidents, non-conformances, closure and those drawn to the attention of the
operator as a result of complaints; and

Reporting

The operator shall send all reports and notifications required by the permit to the
Environment Agency using the contact details supplied in writing by the Environment
Agency.

Within one month of the end of each quarter, the operator shall submit to the Environment
Agency using the form made available for the purpose, the information specified on the
form relating to the site and the waste accepted and removed from it during the previous
quarter.

Notifications

The Environment Agency shall be notified without delay following the detection of:

(a) any malfunction, breakdown or failure of equipment or techniques, accident, or
emission of a substance not controlled by an emission limit which has caused, is
causing or may cause significant pollution;

(b) the breach of a limit specified in the permit; or
(c) any significant adverse environmental effects.

Any information provided under condition 4.3.1 shall be confirmed by sending the
information listed in schedule 5 to this permit within the time period specified in that
schedule.

The Environment Agency shall be notified within 14 days of the occurrence of the following
matters, except where such disclosure is prohibited by Stock Exchange rules:

Where the operator is a registered company:

(®) any change in the operator’s trading name, registered name or registered office
address; and

(b) any steps taken with a view to the operator going into administration, entering into
a company voluntary arrangement or being wound up.

Where the operator is a corporate body other than a registered company:
@ any change in the operator's name or address; and

(b) any steps taken with a view to the dissolution of the operator.

In any other case:

(@ the death of any of the named operators (where the operator consists of more
than one named individual);

(b) any change in the operator’s name(s) or address(es); and

(c) any steps taken with a view to the operator, or any one of them, going into
bankruptcy, entering into a composition or arrangement with creditors, or, in the
case of them being in a partnership, dissolving the partnership.
